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Key achievements to date: Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of 
need: 

Every child receives at least 2 hours of high quality PE each week. 
 
An assessment system (Pupil Asset) is in place in order to track progress of the children in PE. All 
teachers understand what is expected of them in terms of assessment using Pupil Asset, with teachers 
in Year 2 and 6 reporting on progress on a termly basis.  
 
New climbing frame equipment has been installed in order to encourage physical activity, and 
introduce the element of challenge to children during lunch times and break times. Playground areas 
are currently being developed further to allow for a range of physical activity outside. 
 
Our EYFS playground area has been completely redesigned and enhanced with new equipment to 
encourage risk taking, and to develop gross motor skills across Reception and Nursery. 
 
Teachers are beginning to reintroduce ‘Active Curriculum’ sessions into their timetables as well as 
cross-curricular warm ups during their PE lessons with support from the PE subject leader. 
 
Beaver Road pupils have been exposed to a large number of sports in a competitive setting – the use 
of funding has helped to allow for this organisation, with the view to expand our offering further in the 
coming years. Teachers have also volunteered to plan and deliver enrichment clubs across the year 
including some sporting activities such as: yoga (with a focus on mindfulness and well-being), couch to 
5K, circuits, multi-sports and a running club. 
 
Children have competed in many inter-sport competitions, with multiple medals awarded. All children 
have the opportunity to compete within Beaver Road (A and B teams) and are selected based on their 
ability in one team, and based on their desire to compete in another, whatever their ability. Due to the 
Sports Premium funding, additional members of staff are able to attend competitions with the 
children, enabling us to compete in a greater number of competitions. 
 
Our popular playground leader initiative has been re-launched, with new children trained up to deliver 
the high quality, varied games for other children in the Junior School.  
 
Our sports coach supports the PE subject leader with her work in physical education and school sports. 
The sports coach also helps to support the teachers in delivering PE in different areas. For example, 
recent training demonstrated how teachers could teach additional games lessons throughout the year. 
He also demonstrated how to use the PE Passport app effectively. 
 

Ongoing investment to playground areas in order to provide the 
highest quality provision outdoors. Junior School playground leader 
scheme to continue to support provision and increase physical 
activity. Playground staff in the First School to facilitate games.  
 
Subject leader to complete observations to ensure an active 
curriculum is being taught across both Key Stages, and to observe 
dance in different year groups to see the impact of the dance 
training. 
 
Staff house t-shirts to be purchased for PE lessons – this will help 
staff to feel more involved in the lessons and encouraged to be 
physically active like the children.

Sports Star certificates – this could be used to create a buzz for PE in 
our school, it has been introduced but could be used more 
effectively. Dance and gymnastics stars to be a focus for the year to 
incentivize children in these areas. 
 
PE Passport to be used for evidencing (supporting staff with their 
judgements) alongside assessment sheet provided by subject 
leader. 
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Our sports coach delivers fortnightly games lessons, whereas all teachers teach weekly dance and 
gymnastics across the school, alternatively.  
 
External after school gymnastics coaches deliver gymnastics sessions 3:30pm-4:30pm. They are 
working with Beaver Road to have a diverse range within their groups in line with our whole school 
improvement plan to focus on the well-being and needs of our pupil premium and special education 
needs children, as well as supporting any gifted and talented gymnasts. 
 

Beaver Road’s new house structure/points system has been launched allowing for whole school 

teamwork during PE lessons. Children are motivated by the new house points system. 

 
Swimming lessons take place weekly in Year 4. We ensure that children who still cannot swim in Year 5 
and Year 6 access swimming lessons too.  
 
Dance training, delivered by our PE subject lead, has been extremely successful. Staff now feel 
confident to deliver dance lessons, and plan units of work due to this.
